JBEE domain names are open to all business.

The domain name must be relevant to the applicant’s business,
including but not limited to the name of the applicant, the company
names and trademark names owned by the applicant, the
geographical information of the applicant’s location, the name of the
website of the applicant, and other related information. The
relevance of the domain name is subject to the Registry’s entire
discretion.

You have to provide identification document, including but not
limited to: identity card, passport, business license (business
registration certificate), organization code certificate, and any other
documents required by the Registry, and if necessary a proof of the
domain name relevance.

Section . .9. Storage of contact information

Section . .11. Transfer (change of Registrar

The transfer-in process may be initiated on Our Interface. Before
requesting the transfer of the domain, please make sure You have
the domain's authorization code (supplied by Your current
Registrar), and that Your domain name:

If the domain is neither renewed nor restored within these
deadlines, the Registry shall place the domain on “Pending Delete”
status for several days, and then delete the domain name, which will
become available for registration on a “first-come first-served”
basis.
Section .}3H2.14. Registrant representations and guarantees
You agree to provide and maintain accurate, reliable and up-to-date
personal contact information. Failing to do so, the Registry may
delete Your domain name.

You agree to promptly provide the relevant accurate information and
evidence via Your Registrar to the Registry, and to provide updates
if such information or evidence changes during the term of the
registration. If any of the supporting information submitted in relation
to the registration of a domain name changes, including but not
limited to, business or identity certificate renewal, or if supporting
information is invalidated, cancelled, abandoned, or expired, You
have to promptly inform the Registry and provide the relevant
accurate information. Upon failing to do so, the Registry shall have
the discretion to cancel the domain name registration.

You are responsible for maintaining that the business or identity
certificate or any other document used for the domain name
registration is valid and in effect. If the Registry discovers that the
above mentioned documents used for the domain name registration
is no longer valid, a notification will be sent to the registrant and the
relevant domain name will be placed in “server hold” an “lock”
status (prohibited from resolving, renewal, update and transfer). The
relevant domain name will only be removed from these status
provided that You submits proof of a valid certificate or document to
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the Registry and such proof validated.

In any case, You acknowledge and agree that distributing malware,
abusively operating botnets, phishing, piracy, trademark or
copyright infringement, fraudulent or deceptive practices,
counterfeiting or otherwise engaging in activity contrary to
applicable law are expressly prohibited.
